Accommodations:

We will find some blankets and sheets from the Guam Aikikai members.  You may bring your own sleeping bags.  It is always hot, so you will not need anything warm.   

Marriot Hotel: 110 plus 11% service charge
***There are many higher rated hotels with beautiful ocean views.  The rates are somewhere from 150 and up.  If you wish to enjoy the luxury, please let me know.  We can book the rooms for you.   
Note:  Participants are to check in on September 28, Friday, from 2pm and check out on October 1, Monday, by 12 noon. Those who wish to arrive early or depart at a later date,    please let me know way in advance if a hotel accommodation is required.  September is a high season on Guam, and it will be almost impossible to book a room right at a spot unless you do not mind to pay high regular hotel room rates. 
Hotel rates will go up higher if meals are included.  There are many choices of restaurants and convenience stores nearby, and it will be much more reasonable to dine outside of the hotel.  You will not be tied with the meal hours, and you can have much freer time.  

Visa:  Please check if you need a US visa.  In case you need a visa, please send me a copy of your passport and a copy of your air ticket.  I will send you an official invitation letter for you to submit to the Immigration office in your country to apply for your visa.
Alcohol Drinks at the party:  The celebration party will be attended by many children.  Therefore, there will not be any alcohol beverages served at the table.  If you wish to have alcohol drinks with a meal, you will be charged 25 to 30 dollars (depending on the variety of drinks and also the duration of your drinking time) to drink as much as you wish.   If you are a light drinker, there will be a cash bar inside of the ball room.    

Package Tours from Japan to Guam:  It is always cheaper to purchase a package tour rather than buying only an air ticket.  According to the information in the Internet, H.I.S. sells a package(4 days) for about 80,000 Yen, and the air fare only will be about 65000 Yen.  Please keep checking the H.I.S. or JTB web sites.
